THURSDAY, OCTOBER 24, 2013
12:00 NOON

Present: B. Russell, M. Tucker, N.A. Brown and B. Wagner

Councilman D. Bunch, J. Logston, R. Royer, J. Sargent, J. Brinegar,
C. Ritz, S. Sasse and C. Brummett

President B. Russell called the October 24, 2013 meeting of the Columbus Park Board to order.
J. Brinegar introduced Shanda Sasse as the new Commons Manager.

Subject: Approve minutes

B. Russell asked if there were any comments or questions on the minutes of September 12,
2013. No comments or questions were received. N.A. Brown made a motion to approve the
minutes for September 12, 2013 as distributed. M. Tucker seconded. Motion carried.

Subject: Approve Proposal with Blue Marble

B. Russell asked B. Wagner to summarize what the proposal with Blue Marble would entail. He
noted that Randy Royer, the Principal from Blue Marble, was at the meeting today. B. Wagner
said the proposal is for design services for Noblitt Park and the parkland south of that area
which was recently acquired from BCSC. We want to look at options for how the areas should
be developed. The proposal shows there will be 3 phases including Discovery, Preliminary
Concept and then Final Concept. J. Logston has reviewed the contract. The intent is to get
some additional information for master planning of this property. N.A. Brown asked if this would
entail some meetings to seek comments from the public. B. Wagner said it would. They plan to
talk with stakeholders, neighbors, city leadership, etc. B. Russell asked if there were any
specific question regarding the proposal. M. Tucker asked for a “ball park” estimate on costs
that could assessed be under additional services. R. Royer said there will probably be some
color renderings which could be a couple of hundred dollars each. It should not be a large
amount. B. Russell said he was excited about this process and hopes we will get a lot of good
input to determine what can be done with the properties. M. Tucker made a motion to approve
the proposal with Blue Marble. N.A. Brown seconded. Motion approved. N.A. Brown asked R.
Royer if he would be supervising through the process. R. Royer said he would.

Subject: Approve Edit Capital Project quotes

B. Russell said the quotes being considered today were for the Donner Locker Room Floor
repair and it is an Edit Capital project. C. Ritz said this project will involve repairing some of the
floor areas where the top coat has come up in the Donner Locker Rooms. This repair is
necessary to allow for good cleaning of the locker room floors and also to maintain a non-slip
surface. Three quotes were received and staff recommends approval of the low quote from
Eversman Construction of $12,249.00 for this project. B. Russell asked if we have used this
company before. C. Ritz said we have used them for some other contracted work. N.A. Brown
said she is glad to see this maintenance being done on the facility. N.A. Brown made a motion
to approve the low quote from Eversman Construction of $12,249.00 for repair of the Donner
Locker Room Floor. M.Tucker seconded. Motion approved.



Subject: Approve claims and payrolls

B. Russell asked if there were any questions on the claims or payrolls to be approved today. No
questions or comments were received. M. Tucker made a motion to approve the claims and
payrolls as distributed. N.A. Brown seconded. Motion carried.

Subject: Department financial reports

J. Brinegar reviewed the department’s financial reports for September with the Park Board. He
said there was no major revenue in the General Fund in September. We are at about a 5.2
month reserve level. We anticipate our next tax draw being in November with the final being
received in December. In the Non-Reverting Fund, net revenue is up about $8,000 for the year
as compared to 2012. The Non-Reverting Fund reserve is at a 4-5 month level at this point.

He said looking by category in the General Fund; we are about where we expect to be for this
point of the year. We had some Duke bills which are not on this month's payables which will
add noticeably to next month’s expenditures. Overall the lower revenue in the General Fund for
2013 is mainly due to poor weather affecting pool attendance resulting in loss of revenue and
the fact that we did not have the large swim meet this year.

In the Non-Reverting Fund, revenue is up in Gymnastics about $6,000 over last year and
expenses are also up due to increased participation in classes. Wellness revenue is up about
$4,300 and expenses were down. That account is in the black. Hamilton Center had an increase
in revenue of about $4,000 and expenses were almost identical. We expect to see nice jumps in
the revenue at Hamilton Center over the next few months. Teams & Leagues had an increase in
revenue of about $3,000 with a slight increase in expenses. In summary, the Non-Reverting
Fund balance is solidly in the black. We are getting closer to the 6 month reserve balance.

In the Commons, the 100's are at 80% and a main chunk of that is due to the extra PERF
payment. The final reading for the additional appropriation for PERF should be completed in a
couple of weeks. Expenditures in the 200’s are at 74% and in the 300’s are at 63% with the
overall budget at 71%. Expenditures are right where we want them to be. He and Shanda will be
having a budget review this afternoon. There was some income that was received at the end of
September but was not receipted in until October. We are at 76% of revenue goal for the year
and anticipate achieving the revenue goal. B. Russell asked about the reimbursement for
utilities. J. Brinegar said that is the breakout between Retail and Utilities as recommended last
year by N.A. Brown. This year we hope to make up some of the shortage with rental income. It
is good that we broke it out. N.A. Brown asked if there is any progress toward leasing the space.
J. Brinegar said they opened the bids on Monday. The bids will be reviewed by a subcommittee
and they will make a recommendation to the Redevelopment Commission. N.A. Brown asked if
the Park Board approved the leases. J. Logston said the Redevelopment Commission will
approve the bids with City Council giving the final approval based on the amount of the lease(s).
J. Logston said there is good representation on the subcommittee who is reviewing the bids to
make a recommendation to the Redevelopment Commission. M. Tucker said that loss in lease
income will be noticeable by the end of the year. N.A. Brown asked when we could expect to get
someone in the leased space. J. Logston said based on lease negotiations and build-out, it
would be expected that someone could be in by the end of the first quarter. From a revenue
standpoint, that quarter of potential lost revenue has been made up by a transfer planned for
2014.



Subject: Staff reports

J. Brinegar said he asked David Elsbury, Grounds Team Leader, to give him a quick update on
tree loss as affected by the drought. Jamie provided an update on what trees have had to be
removed as a result of the drought. He said in 2012 we removed 38 trees and to date in 2013
we have removed 42 and have another 24 marked for removal. We will have removed almost
double the number of trees this year. As of 9/10/13, we have spent $22,725 to remove trees. B.
Russell asked if the trees were being replaced. Casey said we are replacing trees but not
always tree for tree. We are struggling to find appropriate replacements with the ash tree no
longer being a tree of choice due to the Emerald Ash Borer.

A. Williams reported:

e Our department hosted the IPRA Workshop on Trails on Tuesday. The theme was how to
develop a community coalition to build trails. The workshop included a bike tour of our
people trails. We also learned a lot about trails in other cities.

e Sneakers at Starlight was also very popular this year. B. Russell asked how much money
was received. April reported that approximately $19,000 was raised from the event for the
Hamilton Center Campaign. B. Russell asked her to explain the Hamilton Center Campaign
and the earlier component of the fundraising. A. Williams said it is a private/public
partnership with Friends of Hamilton Center who initiated the fundraising efforts. They raised
the initial money to put in new boards and glass at the facility. B. Russell asked if the
fundraising dollars are for specific items. B. Wagner and A. Williams listed several projects
to be accomplished. N.A. Brown said she looks forward to the facility being self-sufficient.
She asked about issues that have been experienced with brown outs, etc. B. Wagner said
we are working with Duke on this.

Subject: Director's report
B. Wagner welcomed Shanda Sasse as the new Commons Manager. We are happy to have her
and we have already heard compliments on Shanda.

B. Wagner reported:

e Casey Ritz, David Elsbury and others have been working hard on the EAB Workshop
sessions which were held on October 17th. We heard from two experts who have had
experience dealing with the EAB and learned about some of their successes and some of
their mistakes. Staff has a plan that is being finalized for the department and we will be
working on a plan for the entire city. He heard from Jackson Sargent that Brian Burton is
looking at possibly a DNR grant to do an inventory of city trees.

e The 2014 Capital Budget has been approved for $435,000 with determination yet to be
made on what will be funded. Our capital planning committee has met and is prioritizing the
department’s capital needs for next year including vehicles and equipment. A strong need
for vehicles and equipment is being heard from staff more so than projects. At this point, we
are unsure of the timeline for capital. J. Logston said that right now the Capital Improvement
Project list has a “To Be Determined” placeholder for Parks. The goal would be in the next
couple of weeks for the Capital Budget Committee to meet with Ben to review the priority list
for the department. That list would then go back to City Council to specify capital projects
and equipment along with cost estimates. Once that is done, the approval process is a little
different than it was with the EDIT bond (prioritized internally). With the Capital Budget
group, it is a reviewing and prioritizing process allowing a few projects to be done at a time



so if there are overruns to funds remain available. Funding will be approved by priority or by
agreement from everyone on City Council.
e The Noblitt Trail project is almost done.

Subject: Board comments

M. Tucker said she had some comments on Owens Bend Park. She noted that she is on the
Watershed Board. She said at Owens Bend there is a "lake like" area and people are dumping
things like tires, etc. at the park. They have been able to get the help of a group from Cummins
to help clean up the area. It is planned for Friday, Nov. 15™ from 1-4. It will make this area a lot
more appealing for people to use. She said it is great for Cummins to take this project on. Mary
said she will help with the clean-up. N.A. Brown said they would probably get lots of help if it is
publicized. M. Tucker said she would suggest that.

There being no further business, President B. Russell adjourned the meeting.

Category 01 — Personal Services — 80.14% of the Personal Services budget has been
expended thus far in 2013. This is slightly less than 2012 (81.44%).

Category 02 - Supplies — 84.80% of the Supplies budget has been expended year to
date. This is higher than the 74.70% spent through September last year.

Category 03 — Other Services and Charges — 65.25% of the Other Services and
Charges budget has been expended year to date which is lower than at this point in
2012 (76.24%).

Category 04 - Capital Outlays—None of the Capital Outlays budget has been
expended for the year. In 2012 the expenses were directly related to capital items
that were paid for with money encumbered from 2011.

Revenue — Revenue for the general fund is lower (approx. $32,000) than last year at
this time. A large part of this decrease can be traced to the cooler weather leading
to lower attendance at the Donner Aquatic Center.

Summary

Expenses to date are running behind ($335,513) last year at this point, however, the
vast majority of the decrease is directly related to capital expenditures in 2012
(5213,289) from money encumbered from 2011.



2013 Non-reverting Fund (211) Revenue & Expense Month/YTD Summary

s Gymnastics Center — Revenue was up ($2,410) over October 2012 while expenses
were down for the month ($1,251) compared to last year. Net profit for the year is
up ($6,204).
»  Wellness — Wellness revenue was up roughly $7,900 compared to October 2012 and
expenses were also up for the month ($4,794).
*  Hamilton Center — Hamilton Center had a decrease in revenue (roughly $30,000)
while expenses were up ($9,264) compared to October 2012.
s Teams and Leagues —Revenue in Teams and Leagues was nearly identical to October
2012 (up $180) but had an increase in expenses (roughly $7,500) over October 2012.
Teams and Leagues still has a healthy balance for the year.
s Summary
* Revenues for 2013 are running ahead of 2012 to date ($104,205). Expenses for 2013
are also running ahead of 2012 ($156,512). The Non-reverting balance is still solidly in
the black (5102,063) for the year.
