RESOLUTION OF THE COLUMBUS REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION
ENGAGE THE OHIO RIVER FOUNDATION

TO SEARCH, APPLY FOR AND ADMINISTER GRANT MONEY

TO BE USED TO REMOVE

THE LOW HEAD DAM BETWEEN THE 2ND AND 3RD STREET BRIDGES


Comes now the City of Columbus Department of Redevelopment, more commonly known as the City of Columbus Redevelopment Commission, and for this Resolution, says as follows:

WHEREAS, Indiana Code §36-7-14-1 et seq. provides that a community may establish a Department of Redevelopment to be controlled by a Redevelopment Commission; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Columbus, through its Common Council, did on August 19, 2003 create the City of Columbus Department of Redevelopment and the City of Columbus Redevelopment Commission (“Redevelopment Commission”) by way of Ordinance Number 25, 2003; and
WHEREAS,  The Redevelopment Commission undertook a project to clean-up, modify, renovate and otherwise improve the general condition of the property between the 2nd Street and 3rd Street Bridges in downtown Columbus, and to that end, engaged the services of Core Planning, pursuant to Resolution 8-2016, to act as the Riverfront Project Manager; and

WHEREAS, one of the projectS necessary for the above project is the removal of the low head dam that presently sits in the river between the 2nd and 3rd Street Bridges; and 

WHEREAS, the State of Indiana has an initiative to remove all low head dams in Indiana; and 

WHEREAS, Core Planning has introduced the Redevelopment Director to the Ohio River Foundation, a not-for-profit agency who has experience locating grant monies to be used for removal of low head dams though out the Midwest; and 

WHEREAS, the issues of grants has a long lead time and the sooner the Redevelopment Commission engages a firm to locate and apply for said grants the less likelihood of delays in design, construction and improvement to the Riverfront; and 
WHEREAS, the Ohio River Foundation can locate grants and prepare grant request for an on behalf of the City of Columbus and the Redevelopment Commission.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

1.
The City of Columbus Redevelopment Commission having heard from it’s Redevelopment Director, and Core Planning now find and conclude that engagement  of the Ohio River Foundation for the purposes of locating, applying for and administering grant monies to remove the low head dam and to write the grant request is in the best interest of the Redevelopment Commission, the City of Columbus and this project.

2.
The Redevelopment Commission does hereby agree to engage the services of the Ohio Riverfront Foundation for a NOT TO EXCEED amount of $5,000 to perform the services outlined in this Resolution.

The President of the Commission is hereby authorized to execute said contract for and on behalf of the Redevelopment Commission without the need for further meetings once the contract has been reviewed and approved by counsel.
