REVIEW RESPONSE TO

FOR 310 FOURTH STREET SPACE 

AND/OR 

COMMENCE NEGOTIATIONS TO CONTRACT PROSPECTIVE TENANT


Comes now the Columbus Department of Redevelopment, more commonly known as the Columbus Redevelopment Commission, and for this Resolution says as follows:

WHEREAS, Indiana Code §36-7-14-1 et seq. provides that a community may establish a Department of Redevelopment to be controlled by a Redevelopment Commission; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Columbus, through its Common Council, did on August 19, 2003 create the City of Columbus Department of Redevelopment and the City of Columbus Redevelopment Commission (“Redevelopment Commission”) by way of Ordinance Number 25, 2003; and

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Commission did cause to be built a parking garage located on the corner of Fourth and Jackson Streets and located on the ground floor of same, facing Fourth Street are two tenant spaces, one presently occupied and the other known as 310 Fourth Street is vacant; and 
WHEREAS, in December of 2014, the tenant space occupied by Bistro 310, located at 310 Fourth Street, was vacated by the tenant; and
WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Commission issued a Request for Proposal on July 13, 2016 to solicit interest and possible tenant’s for the 310 Fourth Street space; and 

WHEREAS, on August 9, 2016 one (1) proposal was received in a public meeting of the Board of Public Works and Safety for the City of Columbus; and 

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Commission having been made aware of the response to the Request for Proposal and having heard from its Director does authorize the Director to review the response and appoint whomever she deems necessary to assist her in reviewing same and, if reasonable, commence in discussion and negotiations with the respondent.
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED:
1. The Columbus Redevelopment Commission has received a response to a Request For Proposal for lease of the 310 Fourth Street space from Lucabe Coffee Company.  
2. The Redevelopment Commission does hereby instruct the Redevelopment Director, or her designee, and Legal Counsel to review the respondents response to the Request for Proposal for the 310 Fourth Street space, evaluate same relative to the requirements of the Request for Proposal and if reasonable enter into negotiations with Lucabe to develop a suitable contract for the retail space located at 310 Fourth Street consisting of Three-Thousand Seven Hundred And Seventy-Four Square Feet (3,774 sq. ft.). 

3. Upon the successful negotiations of said contract the Commission does hereby empower its President, Sarah Cannon, to execute same without the further need of a meeting.
