RESOLUTION OF THE COLUMBUS REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION
AUTHORIZING
COLUMBUS MUNICIPAL AIRPORT BOARD OF AVIATION COMMISSIONERS
TO ENGAGE THE SERVICES

OF EXCAVATION PLUS 

FOR SIDEWALK INSTALLATION FROM 

STUDENT HOUSEING COMPLEX TO

EDUCATIONAL CAMPAS 


Comes now the Columbus Department of Redevelopment, more commonly known as the Columbus Redevelopment Commission, and for this Resolution says as follows:

WHEREAS, Indiana Code §36-7-14-1 et seq. provides that a community may establish a Department of Redevelopment to be controlled by a Redevelopment Commission; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Columbus, through its Common Council, did on August 19, 2003 create the City of Columbus Department of Redevelopment and the City of Columbus Redevelopment Commission (“Redevelopment Commission”) by way of Ordinance Number 25, 2003; and
WHEREAS, the airports first student housing complex is being constructed at the corner of Poshard Drive and Chapa Drive on property owned by Columbus Municipal Airport Board of Aviation Commissioners; and

WHEREAS, the student housing complex will contain 112 beds; and 
WHEREAS, the intent is to grow the student population at the educational campuses by offering residential opportunities on the airport property, containing IUPUC, Ivy Tech, Columbus Learning Center, Harrison College and Trine University; and
WHEREAS, the City Engineers Office along with Airport Staff issued bid documents for construction of sidewalks from the student housing complex to the educational campus; and 

WHEREAS, bids were received and opened in a public meeting of the Board of Public Works and Safety on January 27, 2015; and 

WHEREAS, after reviewing all bid proposals, Excavation Plus, Inc. provided the lowest bid proposal and satisfied all requirements of the bid documents, for $97,492.00; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED:
1. The Columbus Municipal Airport Board of Aviation Commissioners shall engage the services of Excavation Plus, Inc. to install sidewalks from the newly constructed student housing complex and educational campus.

2. The cost for the sidewalk installation will be $97,492.00 with a 20% contingency of $19,498.40 for a total not to exceed $116,990.40. 

3. The funding for the student housing sidewalk project installation will come from the Airport TIF district, specifically Fund 802.0001.
