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MINUTES
The Redevelopment Commission met in special session on Wednesday, November 6, 2013 in the Columbus, Indiana Common Council Chambers.  The meeting was chaired by Commission President Sarah Cannon.  Other Commission members present were Frank Jerome, Steven Scgalski and Robert Abrams.  

Also present were Redevelopment Director Heather Pope; Stan Gamso, Counsel to the Commission; restaurant operator Tim Rohrer of Nashville, IN; and realtor Laura Di Domenic of F.C. Tucker/Scott Lynch Group, representing Mr. Rohrer and his fellow restaurant owner and business partner David Baker of Shelbyville, IN.  Members of the public were also present.

Matters discussed during the meeting were those previously disclosed in a public notice of the meeting.

Call to Order
1) Roll Call by Sarah Cannon – Frank Jerome, Steven Scgalski and Robert Abrams (Non-voting Member).

Action Item 
1) 310 Washington Street Redevelopment Commission Tenant Review Committee Recommendation:  Mr. Abrams, chair of the Commission’s Tenant Review Committee, was introduced to present the Committee’s recommendation of a tenant to the Commission for occupancy of the vacant space in the Commons at 310 Washington Street, formerly occupied by MSCB Group operating as Scotty’s Burger Joint and as Detour American Grille and Bar prior to their closing and abandonment of the space.  The Tenant Review Committee was composed of two members from each of the Columbus City Council, Commons Board and Redevelopment Commission.  Mr. Abrams described that when responses to the Commission’s RFP had been received from prospective tenants Tropical Smoothie Café, Commons Coffee Bar, Arni’s Restaurant and Jordy McTaggert’s Grill and Pub and reviewed by the Committee against 14 pre-established criteria, the satisfaction of which was deemed to be in the overall best interests of the City and its citizens, it was the Committee’s collective strong view that Jordy McTaggert’s would be the best fit for occupancy of the 5,511 sq.ft. space in the Commons, with particular attention being given to more than 40 collective years of experience, the 9 year partnership of Mr. Roher and Mr. Baker, who would own and operate Jordy McTaggert’s, in successfully operating restaurants in Edinburgh, Greenfield and Anderson, IN., and their intent to fund all needed build-out of the space to accommodate their business without financial assistance from the City.

Following discussion by the Commission, including questions of and comments by Mr. Roher, upon motion duly made by Frank Jerome and seconded by Steven Scgalski, Resolution No. 22-2013, in the form presented to the meeting and attached to these minutes was unanimously approved accepting the Tenant Review Committee’s recommendation of Jordy McTaggert’s Grill and Pub as tenant, instructing Ms. Pope or her designee, and Mr. Gamso to enter into lease negotiations with Jordy McTaggert’s and its representatives, and authorizing a final lease to be signed by Ms. Cannon on behalf of the Commission following Commission review and presentation to City Council by Mr. Gamso and the Tenant Review Committee.
