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MINUTES

The Redevelopment Commission met in special session on Friday, December 6, 2013 in the Columbus, Indiana Common Council Chambers.  The meeting was chaired by Commission President Sarah Cannon.  Other Commission members present were Susan Fye, David Wright, Frank Jerome and Steven Scgalski.  

Also present were Redevelopment Director Heather Pope; Stan Gamso, Counsel to the Commission; John Stroh of Sharpnack Bigley Stroh & Washburn LLP, counsel to Timothy Rohrer and David Baker, co-owners and operators of proposed Jordy McTaggart’s Pub and Grill in the Commons; real estate agent Pia O’Conner representing Mr. Roher and Mr. Baker; and Luann Welmer, City Clerk/Treasurer.

Matters discussed during the meeting were those previously disclosed in a public notice of the meeting.

Call to Order
1) Roll Call by Sarah Cannon – Susan Fye, David Wright, Sarah Cannon, Frank Jerome and Steven Scgalski.  

Absent:  Robert Abrams (Non-Voting Member).

Action Items 
1) Review and Approval of Commercial Sub-Lease Agreement with Timothy Rohrer and David Baker:  In connection with the first action item, Mr. Gamso explained that he, Ms. Cannon and Mr. Wright had met with Mr. Rohrer and Mr. Stroh to initially develop and subsequently refine the terms and conditions of a draft commercial sub-lease agreement for space in the Commons located at 310 Washington Street, copies of which, along with relevant exhibits and attachments including the Master Lease between the Commons Board and Commission, had been provided to Commissioners for review.  He then summarized the terms and conditions of the lease.  Questions and comments by Commissioners followed regarding reimbursements to the Commons with respect to utility costs, adequacy of liability insurance coverage, hours of operation, possible need for attachment to building chillers and other mechanical issues.  There was also a discussion regarding the Commission’s right, under the agreement, to approve design change plans that would be required in connection with the existing space.  The Commission, Mr. Gamso and Ms. Welmer also discussed the timing of and amounts of the brokerage commission payments to Russell Development Company under the Commission’s listing agreement with Russell, which were not particularly definitive under the terms of the commission agreement.  They also discussed the sources of funds and accounting treatment for the initial payment prior to receipt of rent cash flow under the new lease.

During opportunity given for public comment on the lease, on behalf of Mr. Rohrer and Mr. Baker, who were unable to attend the meeting due to weather-related issues, Ms. O’Conner thanked Mr. Gamso and the Commission for their work in facilitating the lease.  Then, upon motion duly made by Frank Jerome and seconded by Steven Scgalski, Resolution No 24-2013 in the form presented to the meeting and attached to these minutes approving the commercial sub-lease between the Commission, Timothy Rohrer and David Baker was unanimously approved, and further, upon motion duly made by David Wright and seconded by Frank Jerome, the Commission unanimously acknowledged the existence of the lease agreement in the form presented to the meeting and formally accepted it in that form for purposes of it being executed by officers of the Commission.

2)	Review and Approval of Jackson Street Garage Space Lease with US Postal Service:   In connection with the second action item, Mr. Gamso reminded the Commission that in order to maintain flexibility to make changes with respect to parking arrangements with the USPS, he had been asked by it to hold off on renewal of the US Postal Service’s lease of 75 spaces in the Jackson Street Garage pending receipt of final results of the Nelson\Nygaard downtown parking study by the City, and that at its last meeting he had presented the Commission with a draft copy of a lease for 75 spaces in the garage under the same terms and conditions as the 5-year lease that had expired at the end of September, with the exception that the renewed lease provided for termination by either party for any reason upon 30 days written notice, so that it was simply a month-to-month lease.  He reiterated that the lease amount for each space was to be the same $80/month as under the expired lease.  He also reminded that since the expiration of the lease, the USPS had been making no payments for the spaces, but would make a retroactive payment of rent at the $80 rate from October 1st upon entry into the new month-to-month lease, so he was now presenting the finalized renewal lease agreement for formal approval.  Following discussion, upon motion duly made by David Wright and seconded by Steven Scgalski, Resolution No 25-13 in the form presented to the meeting approving entry into a month-to-month lease with the US Postal Service in the form presented to the meeting was unanimously approved, with authorization given to the Commission’s President to sign the lease document.
