ELECTION OF OFFICERS

The Nominating Committee recommended Roger Lang for President, Nancy Ann Brown for Vice President and Dave Hayward for Secretary.

Mr. Wetherald made a motion to approve these members as officers for the year 2013. Mr. Gaynor seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.

CONSENT AGENDA

Minutes of the November 14, 2012 minutes (Approval and Signing).

Motion:  Ms. Brown made a motion to approve the minutes with two corrections, Mr. Fisher was present and a spelling correction was made.  Mr. Hayward seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.

Mr. Bergman introduced the two new Deputy City Attorney’s, Aaron and Donald Edwards as legal counsel for the Plan Commission, Board of Zoning Appeals and Animal Care.  

Mr. Bergman introduced new plan commission member Tony London, who was appointed by the Bartholomew County Commissioners representing the two-mile jurisdiction.

NEW BUSINESS REQUIRING COMMISSION ACTION

DP-12-30: Verizon Wireless – A request by Verizon Wireless for site development plan approval for a new telecommunication facility.  The property is zoned P (Public/Semi-Public Facilities) and is located at 1111 McClure Road, in the City of Columbus.

Mr. Russell Brown with Verizon Wireless asked for a continuance to the March, 2013 meeting.

Motion: Mr. Fisher made a motion to approve the continuance.  Mr. Gaynor seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.

Mr. Wetherald left the meeting at this time due to a conflict of interest

RZ-13-01: Casey’s Marketing Company – A request by Casey’s Marketing Company to rezone a 2.39 acre parcel from CCc (Commercial: Community with conditions) to CCc (Commercial: Community with revised conditions).  The property is located at the northeast corner of Gladstone Avenue and State Street (State Road 46), in the City of Columbus.

Mr. Weintruat presented the background information on this request.

Mr. Joe Kiefer with Hahn Realty Corporation and Bryce Loring, Associate with Casey’s Convenience Stores represented the petitioner.

Mr. Lang opened the meeting to the public.  

Mr. Gordon Lake, Executor of the Estate of Bertha Kennedy spoke in favor of the rezoning to remove the conditions.  He stated there would be one more lot for sale after this one was sold.

Mr. John Setting stated he was an employee of Casey’s and the company is very safety conscience.  He spoke in favor of the rezoning.

Mr. Tom Aton stated it was his opinion that this project was a very positive one for State Street.  He stated that the business would be an asset to the area.

Mr. Lang closed the meeting to the public.

Much discussion was held regarding the placement of this building on the lot and the access that would be used to enter the site.  

Motion:  Mr. Fisher made a motion to send a favorable recommendation to the City Council with removal of two conditions:  (1) The removal of the condition that excluded all vehicle access from State Street and (2) The removal of the condition that required all primary structures to be pedestrian-oriented with the majority of parking spaces provided being located behind the structure.   Mr. Gaynor seconded the motion and it carried with a vote of 7-1 with Mr. Hayward being the nay vote. 

Mr. Wetherald returned to the meeting at this time.

RZ-13-02: Monarch Crossing – A request by Prestwick Square of Columbus to rezone a 41,382 square foot parcel from RS4 (Residential: Single Family 4) to RM (Residential: Multi-Family).  The property is located at 404 N. Marr Road, in the City of Columbus.

Ms. Begley presented the staff information on this request.
Mr. Mike Roan from Monarch Crossing represented the petitioner.
 Mr. Lang opened the meeting to the public.
There was no one to speak for or against this request.
Mr. Lang closed the meeting to the public.
Motion:  Mr. Jerome made a motion to send a favorable recommendation to the City Council for this rezoning with the following conditions: (1) Any new development on the subject property shall receive vehicle access from the Monarch Crossing internal drives, and not through a new access point on Marr Road, (2) The existing frontage street providing vehicle access to the subject property shall be closed and physically removed at the time the property is re-developed, and (3) At the time the subject property is re-developed, that developer shall also extend the sidewalks at the northwest corner of Marr Road and McKinley Avenue to the intersection. This construction shall meet all applicable design and construction standards of the Columbus City Engineer.    Ms. Brown seconded the motion and it carried with a vote of 9-0.
DISCUSSION ITEMS

2013 Calendar of Meeting Dates

Mr. Jerome made a motion to approve the calendar as presented.  Ms. Brown seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.

Appointment of Plat Committee Members and Alternates

Mr. Fisher made a motion to appoint Mr. Bergman, Mr. Hatter and Mr. Hayward for a one-year terms to the Plat Committee.  Ms. Begley was appointed as Mr. Bergman’s alternate and Mr. Rucker was appointed as Mr. Hayward’s alternate. Mr. Gaynor seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.


Appointment of Bartholomew County Plan Commission Liaison

Mr. Jerome made a motion to appoint Dave Hayward to the Bartholomew County Plan Commission as the liaison.  Ms. Brown seconded the motion and it passed unanimously by voice vote.  

Appointment of BZA Member and Alternate

Mr. Jerome made a motion to appoint Bryan Shcroer as a member to the City Board of Zoning Appeals and Tony London as his alternate.  Mr. Gaynor seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.

President’s appointment of Utility Review Committee Member

Roger Lang appointed himself to the Utility Review Committee.

Appointment of member to Joint District Plan Commission

Ms. Brown made a motion to reappoint Larry Nunn as a member to the Joint District Plan Commission.  Mr. Gaynor seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Mr. Bergman stated that this meeting was streamed live on the City’s website. He stated these meetings are archived and can be viewed at any time.

Mr. Bergman stated that the Flood Response and Evacuation maps that were hanging on the wall-represents a large project that staff has been working on.  He stated Christopher Burke was the consulate on the project, but a considerable amount of this work has been done in house. Mr. Bergman stated this is one element of the Comprehensive Flood Risk Management Plan for the City.   He stated the plan is intended to address a variety of things, everything from understanding what the risks are, to identifying potential mitigation projects and to providing the flood response and evacuation plan.  It is a plan for emergency responders to use if we are under the threat of flooding.
