History of this Location: 

The relevant history of this property includes the following: 
1. On May 23, 2023 a Zoning Compliance Certificate (CZC-2023-027) was issued for this site to be 

used as a small scale retail use. The existing building, gravel parking and circulation areas were 
considered to be legal non-conforming. The ZCC noted that any expansion on the site would require 
a Site Development Plan to be submitted and approved by the Columbus Plan Commission. 

2. On June 25, 2025 a Zoning Compliance Certificate (CDP-MM-2025-004) was issued for this site for 
the approval of 2 signs. One 4 foot by 4 foot (16 square fool) wall sign located on the south wall and 
one 3 foot by 4 foot (12 square feet) free standing. 

Comprehensive Plan Consideration(s): 
The Future Land Use Map indicates the future use of this property as Estate/ Cluster Residential. 

The following Comprehensive Plan goal(s) and/or policy(ies) apply to this application: 
1. POLICY A-2-1: Strive to eliminate blighted areas. Blighted areas are unattractive, unhealthy, and 

unsafe. They detract from the quality of the community, and they should be eliminated and prevented. 
2. POLICY A-2-11: Encourage all new development to be in scale (height, area, mass, setback, etc.) 

with its surroundings, determined on a neighborhood-by-neighborhood basis. New development 
should be designed in a manner that is sensitive to the surroundings. 

3. POLICY A-2-18: Maintain and enhance neighborhood-scale business areas, with special attention to 
the unique character of each area. Neighborhoods can be enhanced by convenient shopping areas, 
provided that these are of a type, size and design consistent with their surroundings. 

4. POLICY A-4-2: Encourage infill development, and/or use of vacant parcels for projects such as parks 
or other amenities which complement the neighborhoods in which they are located. Vacant parcels 
represent lost opportunities, and they can become neighborhood nuisances. These parcels should be 
used, either for development, or for other neighborhood assets such as parks or community gardens. 
It is less expensive to develop these parcels than to create new subdivisions. 

5. GOAL E-1: Maintain and enhance the attractiveness and vitality of the city's neighborhood business 
areas. 

6. POLICY E-1-9: Encourage businesses that are consistent in scale and character with the residential 
neighborhood and which do not detract from the enjoyment of residential properties. Appropriate 
neighborhood businesses are an asset, but care must be taken to ensure that these activities add to 
rather than detract from the area. Small-scale restaurants or retail stores can add to the 
attractiveness and convenience of a neighborhood, while a fast-food restaurant with a drive-through 
or a "big-box" retail operation would adversely affect the residential quality 

7. GOAL E-3: Encourage a business-friendly climate which will foster growth in the commercial sector, 
while protecting the character of neighborhoods. 
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8. POLICY E-3-1: Allow the free market and private investment decisions to govern the quantity of each 
type of business and the variety of goods and services available, within the framework of an overall 
land use plan. The city should not make decisions about the number of certain businesses that are 
needed. The market, not the government, should decide whether another restaurant, another filling 
station, or another clothing store is needed. These businesses, however, must be located in areas 
where the plan indicates that they are appropriate and compatible-with surrounding land uses. 

This property is located in the Western Hills character area. The following Planning Principle(s) apply to this 
application: 

1. Encourage neighborhood business centers in convenient locations as new residential areas are 
developed. 

2. Allow commercial development only where public sewer and water are available. 
3. Encourage all development to be linked to bicycle and pedestrian systems. 
4. Prohibit further non-farm development using septic systems. 

The Bicycle & Pedestrian Plan recommends a Rural Bicycle Route along Goeller Road/ Raintree Drive and 
525 West south of Goeller Road. 

Planning Consideration(s): 
The following general site considerations, planning concepts, and other facts should be considered in the 
review of this application: 

1. The site contains 1 acre and has 2 zoning districts: CN (Commercial: Neighborhood) and RS1 
(Residential: Single-Family 1). Zoning Ordinance Section 1.4(F)(4) indicates that, when a lot has 
multiple zoning districts, the district that includes the majority of the lot area shall apply to the entire 
property. In the case of this property, that is the CN zoning district. 

2. The CN zoning on this property is unusual in that the Commercial: Neighborhood district is most often 
found within the Columbus city limits in locations where commercial development could serve 
significant numbers of nearby homes. This current zoning is most likely a carry-over from past zoning 
ordinances and zoning maps and may no longer be the most appropriate district for this location. The 
property to the south, for example, is zoned CC (Commercial: Community). 

3. The use to the north is single-family residential, with the nearest home on a 1.15-acre lot and setback 
25 feet from the shared property line. However, that property is zoned AP (Agriculture: Preferred) 
and no buffer is required on the subject property by the zoning ordinance. The use to the east is the 
Hindu Society worship facility, with the closest structure being a parsonage located 75 feet from the 
shared property line. The zoning ordinance specifies that a Type B buffer be provided between the 
CC and P zoning districts; the equivalent of that buffer was provided on the Hindu Society property at 
the time it was developed. 

4. Goeller Road and 525 West are classified as minor arterial, residential, rural roads by the 
Thoroughfare Plan, both of which are therefore recognized as accommodating comparatively higher 
traffic volumes. They are designed to provide a moderate degree of mobility and connect major 
destinations and developments within the community. Goeller Road has a pavement width of 
approximately 21 feet in this area and 525 West has a pavement width of approximately 20 feet. The 
recommended Thoroughfare Plan pavement width for each is 22 feet. 

5. Southwest Bartholomew Water Corporation currently provides water service at this location. No public 
sewer is available at this location. According to the applicant, a new septic system has recently been 
installed at this location. Per the provisions of Zoning Ordinance Section 11.2(A)(2): Any lot created 
prior to September 7, 1999 is exempt from any water and/or sewer utility service requirements for the 
zoning district in which it is located if it is capable of containing a water supply and sewerage disposal 
system acceptable to the Bartholomew County Health Department. Therefore, due to the prior 
commercial zoning, the water and sewer utility requirements due no apply to this property.

17th & Cottage Rezoning 
(Plan Commission Case #2025-006) 

At its July 9, 2025 meeting, the Columbus Plan Commission forwarded the above referenced rezoning to 
the City Council with a favorable recommendation by a vote of 9 in favor and O opposed. 

This rezoning was initiated by the Planning Department to address a long-term mismatch between the 
commercial and industrial zoning on these properties and their residential use. The rezoning involves 29 
lots near the intersection of 17th Street and Cottage Avenue (please see the attached map). For decades 
they have been used as residential, but zoned as either commercial or industriai. The Planning 
Department's observation is that these lots do not have future commercial or industrial development 
potential and that this zoning both misidentifies their true potential future uses and unnecessarily burdens 
the existing homes. With the current zoning, homeowners likely face confusion and/or regulatory barriers 
when seeking to improve or expand these residences. 

The proposed zoning changes are as follows: 
1. 7 lots (at the northwest corner of 17th and Cottage) from 12 (Industrial: General) to RS4 

(Residential: Single-Family 4). 
2. 2 lots (at the northeast corner of 17th and Cottage) from CC (Commercial: Community) to RS4. 
3. 14 lots (south of 17th Street along Cottage Avenue and the east side of Orinoco Avenue) from 12 

to RE (Residential : Established). 
4. 6 lots (along the west side of Orinoco Avenue) from CN (Commercial: Neighborhood) to RE. 

The owners of property included in the rezoning received two letters from the Planning Department on 
this matter: the first asking for their input on the proposed change and the second providing formal notice 
of the July 9 Plan Commission meeting. None of these owners have expressed any concern or 
objections to the rezoning. 

One members of the public spoke at the Plan Commission's public hearing on this request. He owns an 
adjacent industrial property and questioned the impact of the rezoning on the future use of his property.

TO RS4 (RESIDENTIAL: SINGLE-FAMILY 4) 
AND RE (RESIDENTIAL: ESTABLISHED) 

To be known as the: 17TH & Cottage Rezoning 
Plan Commission Case No.: RZ-2025-006 

WHEREAS, this rezoning was initiated by the City of Columbus - Bartholomew County Planning 
Department, on behalf of the Plan Commission, consistent with Indiana Code Section 36-7-4-602(c); and 

WHEREAS, the Columbus Plan Commission did, on July 9, 2025, hold a legally advertised 
public hearing on said request and has certified a favorable recommendation to the Common Council; 
and 

WHEREAS, the Common Council has considered the criteria contained in Section 12.6(G) of 
the Columbus & Bartholomew County Zoning Ordinance. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Common Council of the City of Columbus, 
Indiana, as follows: 

SECTION 1: Official Zoning Map 

The zoning classification of the area, which is in the zoning jurisdiction of the City of Columbus, Indiana, 
shall be changed as follows: 
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A. From 12 (Industrial: General) to RE (Residential: Established): 

Lots numbered 3, 4, 5, and 6 in Marshall Taylor's 1st Addition to the City of Columbus 
recorded in Plat Book "B'', Page 184 in the Office of the Recorder of Bartholomew County, 
Indiana. 

And, 

Lots numbered 7, 8, and 9 in Marshall Taylor's 2nd Addition to the City of Columbus 
recorded in Plat Book "B", Page 184 in the Office of the Recorder of Bartholomew County, 
Indiana. 

And, 

Lot numbered 23 and 19 feet by parallel lines off the north side of lot numbered 24, both 
in Marshall Taylor's Y"Addition to the City of Columbus, situated in Bartholomew County, 
Indiana. 

And, 

Thirty-one (31) feet by parallel lines off the south side of lot numbered 24, and also 
commencing at the Southeast corner of said lot numbered 24; thence south 19 feet; 
thence west 140 feet; thence north 19 feet; thence east 140 feet to the place of beginning, 
all in Marshall Taylor's Y" Addition to the City of Columbus, in Bartholomew County, in the 
State of Indiana. 
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And, 

Lot numbered 26 in Marshall Taylor's 3,d Addition to the City of Columbus recorded in Plat 
Book C, Page 6 in the Office of the Recorder of Bartholomew County, Indiana. 

And, 

Lot numbered 27 in Marshall Taylor's :Yd Addition to the City of Columbus, Indiana, as 
recorded in Plat Book "C", Page 19 in the Office of the Recorder of Bartholomew County, 
Indiana. Except: ten and one-half (10 1/2) feet by parallel lines off the south side thereof. 

And, 

Ten and one-half (10 ½) feet by parallel lines off the south side of lot numbered 27 in 
Marshall Taylor's 3'" Addition to the City of Columbus, as recorded in Plat Book "C", Page 
6 and replatted in Plat Book "C", Page 19 in the Office of the Recorder of Bartholomew 
County, Indiana. 

ALSO: Commencing at the Southwest comer of said lot numbered 27; thence running 
south 19 feet; thence running east 150 feet parallel with the south line of said lot; thence 
running north 19 feet to the Southeast comer of said lot; thence running west along the 
south line of said lot 150 feet to the place of beginning, situated in Bartholomew County, 
Indiana.

D. From CN (Commercial: Neighborhood) to RE (Residential: Established): 

Lots numbered 11, 12, 13, 14, 16, 17, and 18 in Marshall Taylor's 2nd Addition to the City 
of Columbus recorded in Plat Book "B'', Page 184 in the Office of the Recorder of 
Bartholomew County, Indiana. 

SECTION 2: Condition(s) and Commitment(s) 

No conditions or commitments are attached to this rezoning. 

SECTION 3: Repealer 

All ordinances or parts thereof in conflict with this ordinance shall be repealed to the extent of such 
conflict. 

SECTION 4: Severability 

If any provision, or the application of any provision, of this ordinance is held unconstitutional or invalid the 
remainder of the ordinance, or the application of such provision to other circumstances, shall be 
unaffected. 

SECTION 5: Effective Date 

This ordinance shall be effective upon and after the date and time of its adoption, the fulfillment of any 
condition(s), and the recording of any commitment(s), as provided in Indiana law.

Grant to AMVIC for Workforce Development 

At a Special Meeting on July 28, 2025, the Redevelopment Commission heard from Advanced Machine & 
Vehicle Innovation Center (AMVIC) regarding their request for a Workforce Development Grant in the 
amount of $1,070,000 to be dispersed between the years 2025 through 2030. Below is a table indicating 
the estimated distribution timing:

AMVIC is an expert, advanced clean energy-to-power non-profit organ ization that serves mobile and 
stationary power industries, government, regulatory and standards entities, alongside academia. AMVIC is 
the central technology and technical training hub for collaboration and partnerships in clean energy-to­
power. In the years 2025-2030, AMVIC will establish an in-person instruction and virtual learning center 
and classroom and develop curriculum for the center. AMVIC is requesting workforce development funds 
in the amount of $1 ,070,000 to support these initiatives. AMVIC will be present at the August 19th City 
Council meeting to formal ly present the request. 

The Columbus Redevelopment Commission is granted authority pursuant to Ind. Code §36-7-25-7 to 
make a grant of funds for workforce development through educational and training programs. 

Having heard from AMVIC at the July 28th public Special Redevelopment Commission meeting, The 
Redevelopment Commission engaged in dialogue and voted unanimously to grant $1,070,000 to AMVIC 
for workforce development initiatives. 

Pursuant to Council Ordinance #25-2003, any proposed expenditure by the Commission in excess of 
$500,000 is subject to Council approval. The Commission, by way of resolution, is making a 
recommendation to the Council to authorize the $1,070,000 expenditure to support workforce 
development.

A RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY OF COLUMBUS 
REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION TO GRANT FUNDS IN EXCESS OF $500,000 TO ADVANCE 

MACHINE VEHICLE INNOVATION CENTER FOR WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT 
FOR YEARS 2025-2030 

WHEREAS, the City of Columbus Department of Redevelopment and Redevelopment 
Commission (the "Commission") was established in August 2003 (Columbus Common Council 
Ordinance# 25-2003) by the Columbus Common Council (the "Council") pursuant to I.C. 36-7-
14-39; 

WHEREAS, the City of Columbus Redevelopment Commission has the authority 
pursuant to Ind. Code 36-7-25-7 to make a grant of funds for education and training purposes; 
and 

WHEREAS, the Advance Machine Vehicle Innovation Center (AMVIC) made a request to 
the Redevelopment Commission for a grant of funds in the years 2025-2030 to assist AMVIC to 
establish an in-person instruction and virtual learning center and classroom and development 
curriculum for workforce development programs; and 

WHEREAS, this center will provide new expertise that will be based in the community 
and expand upon current advanced technologies already based in the community; and 

WHEREAS, AMVIC identifies as an expert, advanced clean energy-to-power non-profit 
organization that serves mobile and stationary power industries, government, regulatory and 
standards entities, alongside academia; and 

WHEREAS, in July 2025 the Redevelopment Commissioned approved a workforce 
development grant to AMVIC, for years 2025-2030 for a total grant investment of 
$1,070,000.00 via Resolution No. 21-2025; 

WHEREAS, this grant will be administered from 2025-2030 with the estimated 
distribution to be 2025: $91,100; 2026: $378,600; 2027: $334,750; 2028: $97,000; 2029: 
$97,000; 2030: $71,550, resulting in a total not to exceed amount of $1,070,000.00; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Council Ordinance #25-2003, any proposed expenditure by the 
Commission in excess of $500,000 is subject to Council approval; and 

WHEREAS, the Commission has asserted that sufficient funding exists in the Central 
Allocation Area (Central TIF) to cover the workforce development grant to AMVIC as outlined in 
the estimated disbursement schedule above. 



NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
COLUMBUS, having heard from the representative of AMVIC and having received the request 
for an expenditure over the Commissions' spending authority, and the Council having had an 
opportunity to inquire and more fully understand this request and now having considered same 
has voted on this request to grant a Workforce Development Grant to Advance Machine 
Vehicle Innovation Center in the amount of a total grant investment of $1,070,000 for years 
2025-2030 with an estimated distribution schedule as:

RESOLUTION OF THE COLUMBUS REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION TO 
PROVIDE AMVIC WITH A WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT GRANT FOR THE YEARS 

2025-2030 

Comes now the Columbus Department of Redevelopment, more commonly known as the 
Columbus Redevelopment Commission, and for this Resolution says as follows: 

WHEREAS, Indiana Code §36-7-14-1 et seq. provides that a community may establish a 
Department of Redevelopment to be controlled by a Redevelopment Commission; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Columbus, through its Common Council, did on August 19, 2003 
create the City of Columbus Department of Redevelopment and the City of Columbus 
Redevelopment Commission ("Redevelopment Commission") by way of Ordinance Number 25, 
2003;and 

WHEREAS, the Cenh·al T.l.F. Allocation Area receives funds tlu·ough property taxes; and 

WHEREAS, Advanced Machine and Vehicle Innovation Center ("AMVIC") submitted a 
proposal to the Commission for a workforce development grant; and 

WHEREAS, AMVIC identifies as an expert, advanced clean energy-to-power non-profit 
organization that serves mobile and stationary power industries, government, regulatory and 
standards entities, alongside academia; and 

WHEREAS, in the years 2025-2030, AMVIC will establish an in-person instruction and 
viltual learning center and classroom and develop curriculum for the center; and 

WHEREAS, this center will provide new expertise that will be based in the community and 
expand upon current advanced teclmologies already based in the community; and 

WHEREAS, AMVIC intends to increase from two employees to forty employees by the 
year 2030, and futther increase to fifty-two employees by 2032. 

WHEREAS, this will increase high wage employment base within the community and 
investment withil1 the co1mnunity; 

WHEREAS, AMVlC will present annually a comprehensive repott of the use of said fonds, 
successes the program employed, and forecast for the remaining grant years; and 

WHEREAS, on July 28, 2025, the Redevelopment Conunission received a presentation 
from AMVIC regarding the requested funds in the amount not to exceed $1,070,000.00, along with 
the s1.umnmy of the proposed dishibutions of grant monies. 

WHEREAS, this giant will be administered from 2025-2030. The estimated distributions 
will be 2025: $91,100; 2026: $378,600; 2027: $334,750; 2028: $97,000; 2029: $97,000; 2030: 
$71,550, resulting in a total not to exceed amount of$1,070,000. 
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NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED: 

I. The City of Columbus Redevelopment Commission having heard the request from the 
AMVIC for a Grant for workforce development, and the Commission now finds as follows: 

a. It is anticipated that inclivic\uals participating in the AMVIC program will be employee\ 
within the community and that further technological growth and expertise will be based in 
our community; 

b. The AMVIC programs are educational and work training programs all designed to prepare 
individuals to patticipate in the competitive and global economy; 

c. The Redevelopment Commission finds these programs will promote the redevelopment and 
economic development of the City of Columbus, is of utility and benefit for the community, 
citizens, and employers within the City of Columbus, and is in the best interests of the unit's 
residents; and 

2. Upon these fu1dings, the City of Columbt1s Redevelopment Commission is grantee\ authority 
pursuant to Ind. Code §36-7-25-7 to make a grant of funds for workforce development tln·ough 
educational and training programs. 

3. The Redevelopment Commission does hereby reco1mnend a grant in the amount of 
$1,070,000.00 to be made to AMVIC for programs in the years 2025-2030. 

4. The Redevelopment Commission does note that this expenditure exceeds its spending 
authority pursuant to Ordinance 25-2003, and as such, is recommending to the Common Council of 
the City of Columbus that they consider this grant and approve the same on the terms set forth 
herein or on any other terms and conditions the Common Council of the City of Columbus deems 
fit at1d proper. 

5. The President of the Commission, or her designee, is authorized to execute any necessary 
documents to effectuate this resolution on behalf of the Commission.

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ORDINANCE NO. ____, 2025 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLUMBUS, 

INDIANA, CREATING SECTION 2.11.040 OF THE COLUMBUS MUNICIPAL CODE 

TO ESTABLISH THE POSITION OF DEPUTY CONTROLLER  

WHEREAS, Indiana Code § 36-1-3 et. seq. confers upon units of government within the 

State of Indiana such powers as necessary or desirable to conduct the affairs of local 

government; and  

WHEREAS, Indiana Code § 36-4-6-18 authorizes the Common Council of the City of 

Columbus, Indiana to pass such ordinances, orders, resolutions and motions as may be necessary 

and proper for the governmental unit to fulfill and satisfy the responsibilities and duties of said 

governmental unit; and 

WHEREAS, Indiana Code § 36-4-10-5(b) sets forth the statutory duties of a city 

controller in a second class city; and 

WHEREAS, Indiana Code § 36-4-11-5 authorizes the Common Council to enact an 

ordinance permitting the City controller to appoint a deputy controller, who may perform official 

acts on the controller’s behalf and for whose actions the controller remains responsible; and 

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Columbus, Indiana desires to establish 

the position of deputy controller within the Columbus Municipal Code and formally authorize 

the deputy controller to perform the statutory duties of the controller when delegated by the 

controller or in the controller’s absence. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Common Council of the City of 

Columbus, Indiana: 

Section 1.  Chapter 2.11 of the Columbus Municipal Code is hereby amended to add a 

new Section 2.11.040 titled “Deputy Controller,” which shall read as follows:  

2.11.040 – Deputy Controller 

A. There is hereby established the position of deputy controller within the City

Department of Finance.

B. The deputy controller shall be appointed by the controller and shall serve at the

pleasure of the controller.

C. The deputy controller is authorized to perform the statutory duties of the

controller as set forth in Indiana Code § 36-4-10-5(b), as it may be amended from

time to time.  The controller shall remain legally responsible for the official acts

of the deputy controller pursuant to Indiana Code § 36-4-11-5.

D. The deputy controller shall have authority to act on behalf of the controller in the

controller’s absence or when such authority is expressly delegated by the

controller, provided such actions are consistent with Indiana Code and the

Columbus Municipal Code.

E. Nothing in this section shall be construed to limit or diminish the statutory

authority or responsibilities of the Controller under Indiana law.

Section 2.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by 

the Common Council and approval by the Mayor as required by law.
